Most of you will remember the name Jim Jones1978 he led hundreds of people to their deatimy through drinking a fla-
vored drink laced with poison. Some of you migatsoirprised to know that he was an ordained minésid a spiritual leader to
many. The question arises, what kind of spiritaatier would ask his followers to do something thisstic. Now this is obviously
an outrageous example, but if you think about ihyn@ligious leaders ask their followers to do sthimg we might consider over
the top. Aren’t you glad our spiritual leader éwalior, Jesus, didn't ask us to do anything extferde did He?

Take a trip with me back almost 2000 yearesus is roughly in the middle of His ministry andkas this statement. “And he
said to all, ‘If anyone would come after me, lenhdeny himself and take up the cross daily anadfoline™ Luke 9:23.
